Ho lo do mor:  extermination by famine. 

The Holodomor refers most specifically to the brutal artificial famine imposed on the Ukrainian people in 1932-33 by Stalin’s regime. In its broadest sense, it refers to the Ukrainian genocide that began in 1929 with massive waves of deadly deportations of Ukraine’s prospering peasant farmers as well as deportations and executions of Ukraine’s religious, academic and cultural leaders, culminating in the devastating forced famine that killed millions more innocent men, women and children.  The genocide continued for several more years with the further destruction of Ukraine’s political leadership, resettlement of Ukraine’s depopulated areas with other ethnic groups, blatant public denial of famine, and prosecution of those who dared to speak of it publicly.

Exhibits and other Educational Events:

Two fine arts shows in Hartford.  Educational exhibits on 3 University of Connecticut campuses and at the State Capitol. Screening of Holodomor documentaries at the UConn Storrs exhibit opening program, and of the latest Ukrainian language documentary “Okradena Zemlia.”

Commemorations:

Commemoration of the Ukrainian Famine and Genocide at the State Capitol in Hartford, February 17, 2010, which was co-sponsored by several State legislators. Commemoration in honor of the 75th Anniversary of the Holodomor, May 17, 2008. Representing the entire state, it included an ecumenical memorial service at St. Michael’s Ukrainian Catholic Church in Hartford, a procession to the State Capitol and a special program honoring victims and survivors of the Famine.

Our members have supported or participated in various other Holodomor related endeavors and events, both regionally and at the national and international level. For example: supported Holodomor education legislation hearings in Massachusetts, promoted new Holodomor documentaries, such as “Genocide Revealed,” supported construction of the Holodomor monument in Washington, attended educational events, and continually network with Holodomor scholars, educators and activists worldwide.
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
